What is the STIP? 
The Statewide Transportation Improvement 
Program (STIP) lists statewide planned projects 
and assigns funding over a four-year period.

When is the STIP updated? 
The STIP is updated every two years 
after the regional TIPs are submitted 
and approved. Federally funded and 
regionally significant projects are 
included in the STIP.
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MPOs and RPOs create regional TIPs based 
on transportation needs identified by local 
stakeholders and the public. Each MPO and 
RPO will endorse their draft TIP following a 
30-day Public Comment Period. 

Draft and Endorse TIPs
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When federal approval is 
granted, the final STIP is 
posted on the STC 
website and notification is 
sent to the MPOs, RPOs 
and to subscribers on 
PennDOT’s planning 
project updates email list. 
The projects included in 
the STIP can now be 
implemented for design 
and construction.

TAKE A TRIP THROUGH THE STIP PROCESS

PennDOT combines the 24 regional 
TIPS and adds their two statewide-
managed TIPs to create the draft 
STIP. The draft STIP makes up the 
first four years of PennDOT’s 12-Year 
Program (TYP).

Draft STIP
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Public Comment
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PennDOT advertises and holds a 
statewide 15-day Public Comment 
Period for the draft STIP. PennDOT 
also notifies the 15 federally 
recognized Tribal Parties of this 
opportunity for public involvement.

Following the Public 
Comment Period, PennDOT 
reviews, addresses and 
documents the public 
comments received. 

Evaluate Comments
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PennDOT submits the final draft STIP (as part 
of its 12-Year Transportation Program) to the 
State Transportation Commission (STC) 
for adoption. Once adopted by the STC, the 
STIP is submitted to the Federal Highway 
Administration, Federal Transit 
Administration, and U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency for review and approval.
